o Are you fully  registered?  
The aid on your bill reflects your current registration status: 

�ƒ Undergraduates expecting MU Scholarships or Grants must be enrolled full-time (12 or 
more credits). Co-op grading period credit does not count towards full-time enrollment. 

�ƒ MU Institutional Loans also require full-time enrollment. 
�ƒ Federal Direct Loans or PLUS Loans require at least half-time enrollment 

(Undergraduate: 6 or more credits; Graduate: 4 or more; Professional: 6 or more). 

o Have you accepted your aid  on CheckMarq?  
�ƒ Direct subsidized and unsubsidized loans and MU Institutional Loans must be accepted 

every year.  

o Has your parent applied  the Parent PLUS Loan ? 
�ƒ Parents of dependent undergraduate students can apply for the Parent PLUS loan online at 
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
